	Any part of the experiment or calculation that results in a material inaccuracy is said to be a source of this 
	  Rate at which new cases occur in the population within a specified time frame
	This is the odds of a ‘good’ outcome in the treatment group divided by the odds of a ‘good’ outcome in a control or comparison group. When there is no effect this is 1.0


	This is the proportion of people in a group who have the outcome of interest. 

	A region constructed using sample data, which is likely to contain the parameter of interest
	This is the number of cases examined
	 This is the proportion in the subgroup of interest having the outcome of interest divided by the proportion in the control group having the outcome of interest. The ‘null’ value is 1.0

	 Any factor that is associated with both exposure and outcome and can distort the association between these

	 When there is an underlying linear relationship between two variables, the change in one unit of the x variable predicts the change in one unit of the y variable.
	 This is the incidence in the exposed group which can be attributable to the exposure
	 This is the proportion of the population that are cases at any one time

	A matched case-control study can be analysed using this method to calculate adjusted ORs
